To release the handbrake

Push the lever right of the
steering wheel upward to
select either of the
following modes:

Push the lever down = single wipe

Auto (wipers turn on automatically when it rains). To
turn off automatic wiping, push the lever upward and
select setting 0. Pull the lever towards you to spray and
wipe. Rear wipers: Rotate the dial (B) one click forward
to operate the rear wipers (intermittent). Rotate the dial

further forward to spray and wipe.
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Headlights: rotate the dial (A) at the end of the lever
(B) left of the steering wheel forward two clicks to
operate the headlights (regular lights for nighttime
driving).

Fog lights: front : turn the collar (C) forward one click to
switch on the front fog lights. A control light appears on
the dashboard.

Rear fog lights: : Turn the collar (C) forward two clicks to
operate the rear fog lights. A second control light
appears on the dashboard.

Park assist

This vehicle features a park
assist system in the rear.

When in reverse gear, a
buzzer will beep faster as you
geft closer to an obstacle.

Be sure to brake in time!
